COURSE OBJECTIVE: This course will satisfy instructor certification requirements for training officers in the use of those 
pistols/handguns suitable for law enforcement.  This course will give certified police officers the knowledge to become a 
state certified firearms instructor. 
 
The class will include basic firearm techniques such as reloading drills, weapon cleaning, malfunctions, sighting techniques, 
classroom preparation, and making lesson plans.  Use of Force guidelines will be reviewed.  All officers will be required to 
pass a 50 round handgun qualification course twice and score an 80% or higher on a written test.  The class will also include 
a night shoot on Thursday evening.
